Funding Opportunities- Priority is given to projects which address needs identified by the community needs assessment.
The Komen South Dakota Affiliate is currently offering grants for innovative programs that reduce breast cancer mortality, especially among those who are disproportionately affected by this disease. Through a community needs assessment (available at www.komensouthdakota.com we have identified the following funding priority areas: 
1. Programs that shorten the physical distance between women in remote/rural areas and the screening and treatment they need
2. Programs that bring breast health education and care to women in poverty and uninsured women in the state
3. Partner with tribal entities to support and craft educational materials and programs evincing cultural sensitivity and underscoring the importance of breast health, and that bring breast cancer screening and treatment to American Indian women on South Dakota’s reservations
4. Programs that assist elderly women and women ages 40-59 who may be delaying screening for various reasons
5. Partner with existing health care providers to expand and enhance survivorship support services that cover the breadth of the breast cancer cycle, from screening through survivorship, and support the creation of new survivorship programs where necessary

Eligibility 

Applicants and institutions must conform to the following eligibility criteria to be considered for funding:
· Applicants must ensure that all past and current Komen-funded grants or awards are up-to-date and in compliance with Komen requirements.

· Institutions must be non-profit organizations located in or providing services to one or more of the following locations:

All South Dakota counties (excluding Union Co.-currently in Siouxland Affiliate).

· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer

· Applicants agree to participate in local and statewide events sponsored by the South Dakota affiliate. Grantees presence at the annual Race For The Cure is important to give sponsors and donors an understanding of how money raised is used in local areas. Grantees may also be invited to represent Komen For The Cure at the annual Legislature Day and in other media opportunities. 
· Grantees agree to include personal success stories from the project or program with 6 month and final reports. 

· All program materials and promotion must clearly credit Komen For The Cure for funding.

Allowable Expenses

Funds may be used for the following types of program expenses:

· Clinical services or patient care costs, such as mammogram or clinical breast exam
· Other direct program expenses, such as educational materials
· Supplies

· Meeting Costs

· Consultant fees

· Travel

· Equipment, not to exceed 30% of direct costs

· Indirect costs, not to exceed 15% of direct costs

· Salaries and fringe benefits for program staff

· Food/Refreshment* 


*Funding is limited. If food/refreshment is essential to the success of the 
program, consider alternative funding source.
Funds may not be used for the following purposes: 

· Medical or scientific research
· Scholarships or fellowships

· Construction, maintenance or renovation of facilities

· Political campaigns or lobbying

· Endowments

· Debt Reduction

· Fundraising activities

· Requests for reimbursement of individuals directly from affiliate funds for services such as individual’s transportation, health care services, or social services (must be administered through approved program)

Review Process

Each grant application will be reviewed by at least three independent reviewers.  Priority is given to projects which address needs identified by the community needs assessment.

Each of the following selection criteria will be considered:
Impact:  Will the program have a substantial positive impact on breast cancer disparities and the priority area selected? 
Feasibility:  How likely is it that the objectives and activities will be achieved within the scope of the funded program?
Organizational Capacity:  Does the organization, Program Director and his/her team have the expertise to effectively implement all aspects of the program? Is the organization respected and valued by the target population?
Collaboration:  Does this program enhance collaboration among organizations with similar or complementary goals to increase the likelihood of sucess?
Sustainability:  Is the program likely to be sustained?  Is the impact likely to be long-term?
Budget: Is the budget clear, appropriate, accurate, and justified?
The grant application process is competitive, whether or not an organization has received a grant in the past.  Funding in subsequent years is never guaranteed.
Priority is given to projects which address needs identified by the community needs assessment.
Application Instructions

Complete the cover page including an abstract (project summary). The abstract should be limited to 1,200 characters, including spaces and punctuation (approximately 225 words). The abstract should provide a brief description of the proposal including the following: 
1) Purpose of the program
2) Description of key activities
3) Summary of evaluation methods
4) Likely impact of the program 
5) Required: Contact information of approving institutional personnel other than the   
    Project Director

5. Proof of Non-Profit Status – To document your federal tax-exempt status, attach your determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service.  Evidence of state or local exemption will not be accepted.  Please do not attach your Federal tax return.
